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Thefollowing incorporated areas are in the Y olo-Solano AQMD: AII of Yolo County (Daws West Sacramento, W| nters, Woodl and)
and the northeast portion of Solano County (Dixon, Rio Vista, Vacaville).
The Solano boundary extends from 1-80 eastward along the southern boundary of the CaliforniaMedical Facility, which corresponds to
Hay Road. Southerly, it extends to Goose Haven Road toward the vicinity of Birds Landing and MontezumaHills Road
it then goes easterly 3/4 of amile south of Montezuma Hills Road to the intersection of the Sacramento River
